Forum Issues & Recommendations

Issue 1 – Safety:

-Cathcart Crosswalk.

-Dedicated bike lanes.

-Traffic calming measures on the on and off-ramps of the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge and the rest of King Edward (rumble strips, flashing lights, etc).

Issue 2 – Pollution:

-Removal of bus lay-by on King Edward Avenue.

-Air quality monitoring.

Issue 3 – Traffic:

-Reduce King Edward to 4 lanes permanently.

Issue 4 – Alternative Truck Route:

-Expedite the environmental assessment and construction of an east end bridge.

-Ban trucks during certain hours.

Possible Questions:

Safety (Angela Rickman):

-Can some sort of mitigation strategies be introduced to slow down traffic coming off of the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge? (Councilor)

-Do you support the creation of a crosswalk at King Edward Avenue / Cathcart?

-What is the likelihood of removing the present on-ramps and having a T-Intersection at King Edward and the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge? (Councilor)

Traffic (Marc Aubin):

Background

In 2002, consultants from Delcan Corporation, politicians on both sides of the river, and bureaucrats in the planning department at the City of Ottawa predicted that reducing King Edward Avenue from 6 to 4 lanes would create traffic chaos in the downtown. For the past year, King Edward Avenue has been reduced to 4 lanes for construction. There has been no widespread traffic chaos. There has been a little bit more traffic, but vehicles continue to move along. Were we mislead? Why can’t we have four lanes?

Councilor:

1) Do you support an immediate and permanent reduction of King Edward from 6 to 4 lanes? 

Follow-up questions:

2) How can we make this happen?

3) If a traffic study recommends against reducing King Edward Avenue to 4 lanes, then will you still support the 4-lane option based on the available evidence? (Councilor)

4) Why not try congestion pricing as is done in London?

Pollution (Barbara): 

-Do you support the removal of all the bus lay-bys along King Edward Avenue

Alternative Truck Route/Bridge (Louise Chouinard):

-How long before we have a bridge in the East End? (All politicians)

-Can the process be expedited? (All politicians)

-Will you support the removal of trucks on King Edward Avenue regardless of the location of the new east end bridge? (All politicians)
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
