The region's transportation committee has approved a plan to limit the number of Outaouais Transit buses that can idle on King Edward Avenue in Lowertown before they begin their routes at the Rideau Centre.

But regional staff have also been asked to find ways to eliminate the use of King Edward entirely.

Members of the King Edward Task Force, a residents' group in the area, told the committee Wednesday that the area is predominantly residential and was buffeted daily by the noise and pollution of up to 25 buses at a time idling along the street during the afternoon rush hour.

The committee endorsed changes in no-parking regulations to limit bus stacking to a maximum of 10 along the street, and limit most stacking to the afternoon rush hour.

But Ottawa Ald. Tim Kehoe said a permanent solution was needed, either by building a depot in a convenient non-residential area, or arranging to stack the buses in Hull.
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
