As a homeowner in Lowertown I am concerned every time

that I have to cross an urban highway when I go to buy

a bag of milk or walk to the market. I am also

extremely cautious when making a right turn onto

Cathcart from King Edward. We were promissed cut out

lanes for turning right to get away from the traffic

moving over the bridge, There does not appear to be

any cut out lanes for us. The City of Ottawa in this

present configuration will be a party to many rear end

collisions that will happen when residents try to make

right turns off King Edward.

The truck traffic on Kind Edward is also a polluting

eye-sore and a blight upon the core of our city. I am

writing in support of the King Edward Avenue Task

Force and the Lowertown Community Association and

their application for a reduction in the number of

lanes on King Edward Avenue.

I urge you to consider this option in the upcoming

Transportation Committee report regarding King Edward

Avenue, which will be debated on October 3rd, 2007.

The report is about reducing lanes on King Edward

Avenue and reallocating the space to create a grand

tree-lined boulevard and bike lanes. The traffic has

been reduced to 2 lanes in each direction for over a

year and generally there has not been any major

disruptions having only 2 lanes.

I would like you to support our councillor, Mr Bédard,

and the community's wish to see the street reduced to

4 lanes from 6, and from 4 to 2 in Sandy Hill. 

While a lack of political leadership at City Hall has

prevented a longer term solution for King Edward

Avenue, an interim solution is still required until

another inter-provincial bridge is built.

I urge you to support Lowertown residents like myself

in our effort to create a safer and less polluted

downtown core.
