I wish, on behalf of ASH, to support the letter written to you on October 10, 2001 by  Michel Vallée, Chair, King Edward Avenue Community Task Force of Lowertown.

We in Action Sandy Hill consider that Mr. Vallée and his Community Task Force have captured the essence of the problem.  The environmental assessment criteria used by the City traffic planners and their consultants are all too often directed toward efficient traffic flow rather than toward the development, health and safety of communities.

Any solution (e.g. a tee-intersection) which would slow down both truck and car traffic to and from the Cartier-Macdonald Bridge would also send another message. The message is that there is a price to pay for the truck driver and motorist if he or she is required to respect the surrounding community. And, of course, if this message were sent, it would create more pressure for a bridge to the East of the population centres on both side of the Ottawa River, which would force non local-delivery trucks off KEA, Rideau Street and Waller-Nicholas along the infamous interprovincial truck route.  

The cars would continue to be slowed down, which would make life in Lowertown more livable, and would exercise more pressure on motorists to take public transportation.  A corresponding increase in public transportation and use of it would then have predictable effects: a healthier and more human Ottawa through less air and noise pollution, safer roads, and more livable central communities in Lowertown and Sandy Hill.

However, both Lowertown and Sandy Hill residents should not underestimate the depth of pro-traffic, old-style, pre-Ottawa 20/20 Growth Summit thinking which prevails among the City planner / consultant establishment. Too many within City Council tend to see the forthcoming City's Official Plan and the Transportation Master Plan as not much more than an exercise. The matters raised by Professor Paquet in his presentation to City Council (The Ottawa Citizen, 11 October 2001, "Growth plan not business as usual.") underlines this point heavily.  

We in ASH believe that the future liveability of the inner city of Ottawa will largely depend on a change of this "cars, trucks and yet more roads" mentality.
