I read your letter with great interest and I thank you for sharing your opinion with me.

In your letter you raised two important points:

    1)    the roundabout on the northern T-intersection

    2)    lanes reduction from three to two

First of all I want to make sure that we are working together on this project as we agreed upon one year ago.  Comments like "In our view, both the City's and your position on excluding the KEACTF's proposal for a northern roundabout or more northern T-intersection, as well as the refusal to seriously entertain a lane reduction along the Avenue illustrates this very clearly" needs further explanation before we go any further.

With regards to the T-intersection or roundabout, I do not believe I will be able to convince either Transportation Committee members or Council of the "bien-fondée" of such an option while we still have 10,000 eighteen wheelers on King Edward .  As for the lane reduction, we may have a chance there.  You have to understand that without a new bridge in the east end, the reduction in the capacity of the street is a difficult option to sell but I am willing to support it.

I hope that we will continue our good working relationship and I thank you for your involvement in improving the quality of life in our community.
